Event Facility Biosecurity Risk Assessment

Disease risk cannot be completely eliminated from an equine event. Well before an event, event
organizers, in consultation with a veterinarian hired by the event, should conduct a biosecurity
risk assessment of the event facilities and horse handling practices. An evaluation of current
management practices will help identify potential biosecurity risks.

It is important to evaluate

the level of risk, and then determine what measures to take in the Event Biosecurity and
Infectious Disease Control Plan to address the risk areas of concern.
