YOUR FLOCK! 

Wild birds and migratory waterfowl, like ducks and geese, can carry 

diseases that can spread to your flock, like avian influenza aka bird flu. 

Your flock should be kept in a roofed and screened-in area to prevent wild 

birds from coming into contact with your birds. 

Store your flock's feed in containers that are bird, rodent, and insect­

proof. When it's feeding time, try feeding inside the coop and clean any 

feed spill often (daily if possible). Have you tried a step-activated feeder?
