•	 Complete y presente el formulario de solicitud de etiquetas 
disponible en la oficina local del distrito del CDFA y en línea.

Cómo utilizarlas
•	 Las etiquetas EID blancas '840' proporcionadas por el USDA son 

para uso exclusivo con ganado vacuno y bisontes de la granja de 
origen.

•	 Deben utilizarse en animales que necesitan una identificación 
oficial aplicada en el sitio de etiquetado aprobado.

•	 No deben compartirse, venderse ni utilizarse en otros sitios. 
•	 Se pueden colocar en cualquiera de las orejas. Vea las 

recomendaciones del fabricante. 
•	 Se recomienda utilizar un aplicador que haya comprado 

directamente al fabricante de etiquetas. 

Requisitos adicionales
•	 Mantener registros precisos de los números de identificación 

oficiales y los animales asociados, incluida la venta y/o otra 
distribución de los animales etiquetados durante un mínimo de 
5 años.

•	 Participar en auditorías de registros de etiquetas según lo 
determine el personal del CDFA para mantener la participación 
continua en el programa. 

•	 Proporcionar los registros de etiquetas a los funcionarios de 
sanidad animal del CDFA cuando los soliciten.
