onsistently high milk
prices was the most
identifiable
characteristic for the California
dairy industry for 2004. The
year 2004 started by continuing
the trend of late 2003 of slowed
growth in milk production and
higher average prices paid to
producers. For the last six
months of 2003, the trend of low
and flat milk prices experienced
a turnaround and the milk price
paid to producers averaged
$12.72 per hundredweight. The
movement of prices continued

to be on the increase in 2004,
where the 12-month average
price paid to producers was
$14.69 per hundredweight, a 29
percent increase when compared
to the same period for 2003.

As the dairy industry began its
recovery with the higher milk
prices in 2004, overall milk
production in California has

been on a steady increase. The
12-month average growth in
milk production for 2004 was

iy

2.9 percent, as compared to 1.1
percent for 2003. From January
through December 2004, eight
months exceeded three billion
pounds in total production, with
the last four months averaging a

5.1 percent increase compared to
2003 production.

Although the commodity prices
for both butter and cheese were
volatile and unpredictable from

Average Prices Paid to Producers
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pricing period to pricing period,
throughout the year they
responded to renewed consumer
confidence, strong world prices,
and at times, the lack of surplus
dairy products on hand.

The impact of the farmer-funded
Cooperatives Working Together
(CWT) program helped to
counteract the resurging milk
production of 2004. In late 2004,
the last wave of the CWT herd
retirement program accepted
bids from 363 dairy farms, which
accounted for 50,478 dairy

cows being retired that would
have produced approximately
908 million pounds of milk.

Over the last two years, CWT's
efforts for the eintire U.S. have
accepted retirement bids from
662 farms, retiring 834,000 cows,
representing 1.5 billion pounds
of milk; for California, 38 farms,
21,516 cows, and 429.3 million
pounds of milk.

Production of Milk and
Dairy Products

On-farm milk production in
2004 was on the increase,
gaining momentum the last few
months of the year. Overall,
milk production in California
seemed to ignore the CWT
program efforts coupled with

a few months of very wet
weather in the latter part of the
year, and responded to higher

milk prices and higher demand
for dairy products. Although 37
counties contributed to the state’s
total milk production, a handful
of counties continue to
be responsible for the
bulk of the production.
Tulare, Merced,
Stanislaus, Kings,

and San Bernardino
counties accounted for
66 percent of the state’s
market milk production.

The shift of California’s
dairy landscape
continued in 2004, with
nine counties recording
a net loss of 57 dairies,
and San Bernardino
and Riverside counties
accounting for 34 of
those dairies. The

Class 1 sales (milk used for fluid
purposes) decreased for the first
time since 2001, showing a 1.2
percent decrease compared to
2003. Overall, sales of reduced-
fat, skim, and half-and-half
showed increases, while whole
and lowfat milks continuing their
trend of decreasing sales.

Situation in 2004 and
Hearing Results

In August, 2004, the Department
held a public hearing to consider

proposed changes to the milk
movement incentives provided

for in California, namely
transportation allowances and
transportation credits. The
purpose of the hearing was to
review proposals submitted to
address the competitiveness of
milk movement in California’s
changing dairy landscape.
Transportation allowances are
used to encourage milk to move
from supply regions to higher use
plants that are typically located
near urban centers. Transportation
credits serve a similar function,
but are used to encourage milk to
move from receiving plants located
in supply areas to the higher
usage plants. The results of the
hearing instituted the following
changes: establishment of a North
Bay receiving area; increases in
allowance rates for the following
receiving areas: Bay Area, Solano,
North Bay, Southern California, and
San Diego; and increased mileage
brackets for the Southern California
receiving area.

The Department held a hearing in
early 2003 focusing on adjustments

L

to manufacturing cost allowances,
product yields, f.0.b. California
price adjusters and the inclusion
of a whey pricing component in
the Class 4b formula. As a result
of this hearing, a number of
changes were made to the Class
4a and 4b pricing formulas which
in summary, increased prices paid
to producers by approximately
$0.10 per hundredweight. In late
2004, the Department received

a petition and six alternative
proposals addressing many of
these same issues and called a
hearing to take place in early
February 2005.

billion pounds. The last year in
which California milk production
recorded a decrease was 1978.
The majority of the milk was
market grade (Grade A), with less
than one percent manufacturing
grade (Grade B). A portion of
the manufacturing grade milk
was produced by traditionally
market grade dairies that opted to
operate as manufacturing grade
facilities.

The 30 milk-producing counties
of the northern California region
accounted for 88 percent of the
market milk and 85 percent of
the manufacturing milk produced
commercially during 2004.

The five leading counties in total
milk production for 2004, in
ranking order, were: Tulare (26
percent), Merced (14 percent);
Stanislaus (10 percent); Kings
(9 percent); and San Bernardino
(8 percent). These five counties
accounted for 66 percent of
California’s total market milk
production.

The five leading counties in
manufacturing milk production,
in ranking order, were: Tulare
(29 percent); Humboldt

(16 percent); Riverside (11

In October 2004, the Department requested all market milk handlers in California to supply data regarding sales of whole, reduced fat, lowfat,
and skim milk, categorized by container size and composition, for the month of October 2004. The annual gathering of this data was initiated
by the Department in 1951 and continued yearly until 1997, when the survey was put on hold due to a statistical database installation. Since
the survey was resurrected in October 2002, the Department will continue to request the collection of this data on an annual basis for the
month of October.

The attached summary has been provided for each California market milk handler in addition to being published in the Dairy Information
Bulletin and upcoming 2005 Statistics Annual. The summary includes all container sizes and their characteristic, the number of units sold for
each size container, and the percentage of October 2004 Class 1 sales represented by each size container. For this summary, all sales were
expressed in the number of units sold in each particular container size - not in gallons of milk sold in that size container. However, the
percentages are reported as an approximate percentage of the total gallons sold for each size container. For example, the half gallon plastic
containers totaled 9.68 million containers sold, which represented 7.43% of the reported Class 1 sales totals for October 2004.
