e Adult Cats (7 months and older): $60 ($5 on Fridays)
e Kittens: $100

e Rabbits: $45

The adoption fee is waived for seniors over the age of 65 adopting
an animal five years or older.

A 20% adoption fee discount will be applied for seniors adopting an
animal under 5 years of age, with the exception of puppies.

(Puppies under 7 months of age do not qualify for a discount.)
