
Penicillate scale
(Froggattiella penicillata)

Common in southern CA. 
Host: Bamboo (Bambusa sp.).
Field ID: Adult female 2.5-3 mm long; cover elongate oval, tan to 
pale brown, with yellow terminal exuviae; body brown, enclosed 
within scale, which has also a ventral cover. Immature male scales 
similar to females but smaller. Scales found under leaf sheaths on 
stems and nodes.
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
