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Pink Bollworm Activities

Southern California:

The native pink bollworm (PBW) count in Southern California traps remains at zero. All traps were
removed in the Bard/Winterhaven cotton growing area this week, as nearly all the cotton has been
harvested and plowed up. All San Bernardino traps have been removed as well. Agricultural Pest
Control Supervisor Jodi Brigman reports that this was the last week of sterile moth releases over okra
in the Niland area. There were 95,770 sterile moths released over Niland okra and the season total
to date is 5,267,350.

San Joaquin Valley:

San Joaquin Valley trappers serviced 2,331 traps of the 2,418 scheduled (96.4%). All of the 2,331
traps serviced were changed (100.0%). There were 18 traps submitted to the Shafter Identification
Lab for examination, none of which contained any PBW moths. The Shafter Identification Lab
examined 42 traps from Southern California that contained 2,430 sterile. There have been no
natives trapped to date.

Sacramento Valley:

All PBW traps are scheduled to be examined and removed from Colusa, Glenn, Sutter, and Yolo
counties by the week ending October 19th.
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
